Stephen Hansed Address to the Board

I would like to speak to the proposed 2019 budget reduction for the department of the museum. Having
worked for a public governmental entity, | recognize that difficult decisions must bewhaddaced with

a budget reduction. | also understand however, that in a budget like Madison County of approximately
$140 million, there is flexibility and room to make adjustments. The current budget proposal for 2019 calls
for nearly an $80,000 redueti in the museum budget. This cut is a 30% reduction in the museum budget.
Let me take a minute to review wihis cut means for the museum, reduction in staff, reduction is hours

of operation, reduction in services to the public and reduction inyatoilireserve documents and artifacts.

I have a few simple observations, again based upon my years of experience in budget reductions in a public
agency. $80,000 is a relatively small amount of money in a $140 million dollar budget. It represetfits 8/100

of 1%. We all understand that in a budget of $140 million, there is sufficient flexibility to absorb an $80,000
cut without severely damaging any single department. Madison Y gawernment has 33 departments

and $80,000 spread over these 33 depatsnenuld mean a reduction of $2400.00 each, a sum easily
absorbed without significant sacrifice. A 30% re
efficiently and rationally make cuts. | would like to conclude by asking that if yourediste the museum

budget that you reduce the museum budget proportionally to that of the other 32 departments and phase in
the budget reductions over the next 12 months so that the museum can plan and implement more efficient
fiscal adjustments. Thank you

My name is Norma Asadorian. |

am on the board of directors of the Madison County Historical Society and am chairperden of
Interpretive and Exhibits Committee, which is designing the new exhibits for the Madison County
Historical Museum. Over the last year, the Madison County Historical Society began with its own funds

an extensive, privately funded, muttillion dollar renovation to the 1836 Weir House, which has been the
Madison County Historical Museum since 1964. Under the leadership bfatlison County Historical

Society, the renovation of the museum will create a modétnetitury museum, featuring technolodiiga

innovative, hands on, and interactive exhibits, which will tell the story of the history of Madison County.

To date over $550,000 in studies, repairs and renovations have already been made to the museum, paid for
from the soci et yt@ donations Alfow mealts describe to you thevvasion for the new
museum. The interior of the museum will use modern technology integrated with traditional exhibits to tell

the story of Madison County through participatory, though provoking and engasjibgyd. The exhibits

will be contained in eight large galleries and two smaller hallway galleries, using artifacts donated to the
Madison CountyHistorical Society over the 97 years it has been tasked with preserving the history of
Madison County. Thewerall theme for the new museum is Madison County Crossroads of America.
Madison County is at the intersection of the National Road, the confluence of three great rivers, the
convergence of the nationds r ai |l r icheattracts wigitorsifrony hway
al | over the worl d. I n addition, Madi son Countyd
of America, making it also a crossroads of people from Native Americans to immigrants who came here
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from every corner ahe world. The new museum will reflect the theme of Madison County as a crossroads
with permanent exhibits about our Native American heritage, the formation and settling of Madison County
and its many municipalities, the rise of businesses and industtietheir links to the water, rail and road
systems of Madison County, the role of labor, the stories of slavery and abolition, immigration, domestic
home life, the contributions of individuals to our history, as well as changing exhibits on specil topic
The new exhibit cases will be designed so that artifacts can be changed periodically, keeping the exhibits
fresh and interesting for repeat visitors, while maintaining the major themes of history being illustrated.
The Madison County Historical Socyedlready annually provides five historic talks to the public, staff and
board membersegularly give presentations to schools and community groups. With the renovated
museum, tours and enhanced educational opportunities will be available. Plansadsopraviding pre

tour and follow up lesson materials and workshops for teachers and other specialized groups. Overall, the
renovated museum will offer an experience designed to appeal to visitors of all ages, with varying
technological abilities and hawical interests, integrating traditional methods with new technology to tell

the special story of Madison County. With the expertise and knowledge of staff needed for research and
creation of the exhibits, the Madison County Historical Society reqghastcuts to the museum be
postponed until the museum renovations can be completed.

AMENDED MADISON COUNTY FOOD SANITATION ORDINANCE

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Sect. 01 Adoption by Reference - In addition to thoseprovisions set forth herein, this Ordinance
hereby adoptsby reference the current edtion and subsquent revisions of thefollowing:

Sect. 02 Definitions- Words and phrases shall be taken in their plain, or ordinary and usual sense,
except where used in atechnical senseor where context or the intent of the Courty Board of Health
indicates or requires adifferent meaning.

Adulterated shall mean the condition of
any food:

a) if it bears or contains any poisonousor deleterious subgance in a quantity which may render
it injuriousto hedth; or

b) if it bears or contains any added poisonousr deleterioussubsance for which no safe tolerance
has been established by regulation or inexcess of sgh tolerance if onehas been established:;
or

¢) if it consetsin whole or in art of any filthy, putrid or decompased sulstance
or it is otherwise urfit for human consumpiton; or

d) if it has been processed, prepared, paded, or held under unsanitary conditions
whereby it may have been contaminated with filth or whereby it may have been
rendered injuriousto hedth; or

e) if it isin whole orin part the product of adiseased animal or animal which has
died otlkerwisethan by slaughter; or

f) if its containers are composed in whole orin part of any poisonous or @eterious
subgance which may render the contentsinjuriousto hedth, (4101LCS 620/10.

Bed and Breakfast Establishment shal mean an operator-occupied residence providing
accommalations for acharge to the public with no morethan five (5) guestroomsfor rent, in operation
for morethanten (10) nightsin atwelve morth period; breakfast may be provided to the guestsonly;,
this term shall notinclude mdels, hdels, boarding houss orfood ®vice establishments (50 ILCS
820/2a.).
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Commissary shall mean a loal heath department permitted foodestablshment thatads as ebaseof
operations foramohile foodestablshment. Thecommissary provides fadlitiesfor adequate stoage of
food, food contairers, or food supplies;equipment for adequate washing and sanitizing of food
equipmentand utensils; aevicing area for the sanitary disposal of liquid waste; forhandling and
disposal of garbage, greaseand rubbish originating from the mohle food establshment; &dlitiesfor
filling a potablewater holding tank in asanitary manrer.

Concesson Stand shall mean afood establishiment that is a permanent food service stand or buil ding,
operding in _conjunction with an athletic or entetainment event operding no more than 100 days

annually.

Extensive Remodel shHl mean any structural additions or dteraions to existing establishnents;
changes, modifications, and extensions of plumbing, excluding routine maintenance Extensive
remodeling does nat include redeorating, altering seaing design, or reducing seaing capagdty.

Food shall mean any raw, cooked or processed edible subsénce, ice, beverage or ingredient used or
intended for useor sae in whole or in part for human consumpton, or chewing gum (77 Ill. Adm.
Code750. &

760).

Means an operation that:

Stores, prepares, padkages, serves, vendsfood diredly to the consuner, or othewise provides food for
humanconsumpiton such as a restaurant; satellite or catered feeding location; catering operation if the
operation provides food diredly to a consumer or to a conveyance used to transportpeople; market;
vendinglocation; conwyance used totransport @ople; insttution; or food @ntry; and

relinquistes possessiomf food to a consungr diredly, or indirectly, through a delivery service such
as homedelivery of grocery orders or restauant takeout orders, or delivery service thatis provided by
common cariers.

Food establshmentsincludes an element of the operation such as a transporgtion vehicle or central
preparation facility that suppliesa vending location or satellite feeding locaion unlessthe vending or
feeding locationis permitted by theregulatay authority; and an operation thatis condwctedin amobile,
stationay, temporary, or permanent fadlity or location; where consumpion is on or off the premises;
and regardiess ofwhether there is acharge for thefood.

Food establishmentdoes not include an establshmentthat offers only prepadkaged foodsthat are not
time/temgrature control for safety foods; a produce standthat only offers whole, uncut fresh fruits
and vegetables; a food processing plant including thosethat are located on the premises of a food
establshment; a kitchen in a private home, such as a small family daycare provider or a bed and
breafast operation as defined in the Bed and Breakfast Act that prepares and offers food to guests; a
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private homethat recaves caered or homedelivered food; a closed family function where food is
prepared or served for individual family consumpiton; or acottagefood operation. (77 11l. Adm. Code

750)

Food Pantry shall mean apublic or private nongofit organization thatdistributes food to low-income
and unemployed housholds,includingfood from souces other thanthe Departmentof Agriculture, to
relieve situations of emergency and distress. (7 USCS § 7501 (Title 7, Agriculture; Chapter 102,

Emergency FoodAssidance))

Health Department shell mean the Madison County Hedth
Department.

Health Officer shall mean the Administrator of the Madison Courty Hedth Department or his
their authorized representative.

Ill. Adm. Code750)

Misbranded shall mean the preserce of any written, printed, or graphic matter uponor acampanying
food orcontainers offood which isfalse ormidealing.

M obile food establishment is _a vehicle-mourted food establshment @signedand ogerated to be
readily movabg, e.g., moble truck moving from location to location continuousy. The unit stall not

havepermanent comedionsto water, wastewater, or electricity. Thisterm includes teiler-mourted

kitchens. The mohile food establshment shll not be ued for any purmposeother than a mohle food

establshment.The mokile food establshment shll not be stoed at a personal residence.

Mobile Food Establishment Annual Food Service Permit is intended for thosewho ogerate at
approved locations within MadisorCourty and have obtaired the poper authorization fromthecourty,

and cities or municipalities to oprate in accordance to their codes and adinances. Mobile food
establshments whowish to obtain @empaary food establshment grmit and lave not okdained an
annual permit may only operate urder atemporary food service permit attemporary events.

A valid pemit is onethat is not
suspended, revoked, orexpired. Falureto possess galid pemit will resultin immediate closureof a
food establshment, moie food establshment,commissary, or tmparary food establshment within

Department, in additon to awritten application for a permit, prior to renewal of
licensue:

Personsfailing to submitthe appropriate fee and renewal application by the abovestated renewal
duedate sltall be asessd alate payment penalty fee in addition to the appropriate pemit fee. Falure
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to submit the tdal fee and applicaion by the above- described renewal date may result in a late fee
assessmerdach morth and alapsein thepemit.

Sed. 14 Pemit Updates - The permit holder has an affirmative and continuing requirementto upcdate
the aigina and all renewal applicaions. As aresult, the pemit holder mustinform the Hedth Officer
of any changes intheinformation listed in theseapplicaions within thirty (30) days.

Fallure to comdy with the requirements of this sedion, or knowingly furnishing false information on
the aiginal or renewal applicaionsshall be groundsfor immediate susgenson or revocaion of any
pemit issued pusuant to this Crdinance.

Sed. 15 Pemit Suspendon - Pemits for food senviee establishments, retail-food-stores- mohile food

establishients, commissries or temperary-foodestablishments may besuspended by theHealth Officer
uponnoticetothepemit holder of same. Reasondor susndingthe gemit include, butare notlimited

to, thefollowing:

a) failureto comply with the povisions of ths Ordinance

b) failureto compy with theprovisionsof this Ordinance after notification by theHedth Officer,

¢) failuretocompgywith theprovisionsof this Ordinance withinthetime establishedbytheHedth
Officer;

d) interference with the Hedth Officer in the performance of his duties, including, but not
limited to, failure to allow the Hedth Officer access tothe permit hdders buildng or
records;

e) failureto upditetheoriginal andrenewal applicaions,as required by this Ordinance

or,f) knowingly furnishingfalse iformation ontheoriginal or renewal applicaions.

Uponmaking a detemination that a susgensionis appropriate, the Hedth Officer shall advisethe pemit
holder, or his their managing or registered agent, in writing of the intended susgnsion. The notice
shell be delivered in personby theHedth Officer or sentvia cettified mail. Thepermit holder may makea
written request for a heaing with the Health Officer before impostion of the period of susgnsion
acordingto the pocedues st outin the Heaing Procedure sedion.

Pemnits for food sendee establishments, retaifood-steres mobile foad establishments, commissries or
temporary food establishments may be suspnded by the Hedth Officer without notice to the pemit
holder when, in the jugment oftheHealth Officer, aconditionexiststhat will result in animminenthedth
hazard tothe publc.

Upon making a determination that a susgensionwithout notice is appropriate, the Hedth Officer shall
immediately, without warning or notice, advise the pemit holder, or his their managing or registered
agent, of saidcondition and all food vice operation stall beimmediately discontinued.

Sed. 16 Pemit Revocation- Permits for food sensce establishments, retailfood-stores—mobie
food establishirents, commissaries or tempoary-foodestablishmentsmay berevoked by the Health Officer
upon noiceto thepermit holder of same. Reasorsfor suspendingthe pemit include, but are not limited
to, thefollowing:

a) serious vidations ofthe povisions of ths Ordinance
b) repededly failing to compy with the provisions ofthis ordinance;
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¢) interference with theHealth Officer in the performance of his duties, including, but notlimited
to, failure to allow theHedth Officer accessto the grmit hdder's buildngor records;

d) failureto upditetheoriginal and renewal applications,as required by this Grdinance

€) knowingly furnishingfalse irformation ontheoriginal or renewal applicdions;

f) failure to apply for re-inspedion within 30 days of the end of a susgnsion period imposed
for violations of the povisions of ths Ordinance and,

g) whenthecontinuous opration of the busiesshas lapsed for a period of more than 90days.

Uponmaking a determination that a revocation is appropriate, the Hedth Officer shall advise thepemit
holder, orhis their managing or registered agent, in writing of theintended revocation. Thenotice shll
be cHivered in personby the Hedth Officer or sent via cettified mail. The permit holder may make a
written request for aheaiing with the Health Officer before impasition of the revocation acordingto the
procedures st outin the Healing Procedure sedion.

Sed. 17 Pemit Classfications - The Madison County Hedth Department shall annually conduct a
category asesament for every food serviee establishment andretail- food stare mobile food establishirent, or
commissary operaingin Madisan County, pursuant to theLocd Hedth Protedion Grant Rules established
by the lllinois Department of Public Hedth (77 1ll. Adm Code Ch. 1, Sec. 615. This assessment will

resultin thefadlity being placed into the appropriate category as it relates to food handling operdions.

A category shall be deemed an appropriate classfication of an establishment when at least one criteria
item describes that establishmentés food handling operdions and in al cases, the highest appropriate
caegory will apply.

d) where equipment used in the preparation of food products is foundto bein a stateof disrepair,

Condemned or embargoed food,foodcontainers, or equipment may besuitably stored by the pemit holder
unlesssaid storage would posearisk to the public hedth.

The mit holder may make a written request for a heaing with the Hedth Officer before impostion
of condemnation acrdingto the procedures st outin the Healing Procedure sedion.

Sed. 21 Empbyee Hedth - When the Hedth Department has reasoreble causeto sus@d the posshility
of diseasetransmission by an employee of any establishment regulated by this Ordinance, the Hedth
Officer shell investigate the sugpeded employee and take appropriate adion pursuant to this Ordinance
and State Statutes.

Sed. 22 Congruction and Remodeling - Whenever any establishment, mohile food establshment, or

The plans and spedficaions shall indicae the proposd layout, arrangement, mechanicd plans
and condruction materials of work areas, and the type and model of proposd fixed equipment and
faciliti es.

TheHedth Officer shall insped the propogd establishment, mokile foodestablshment, ocommissary
prior to the beginning or resumpton of operations to determine comgiance with the approved plans
and specificaionsandtherequirementsof this Crdinance.

Mobile food establshments must have source of power to opegate equipment suchas cooking
equipment,refrigerator units,and pumps. Themobile food establishment mustiso havethe ability to
power equipment while in motion to maintain minimumtemyeratures of Time/Tempeaature control for
safety food.

If the mohile food establishment uses propane, natural gas, or has a fire suppression hood, proof of
approval from thelocal governing body in thelocation for which they have applied shall be provided
duringtheplanreview processto theHealth Department.
